1 Paper Formatting
Please use the formatting styles suggested in this document.  All text should use the “Times New Roman” font, with the body text in 12 pt. Section and paper headings should be in small caps and bold, with the paper heading 14 pt and the section heading 12 pt and numbered.  Sub-section headings should be in small caps, 12pt and numbered as shown below.   Subsequent sub-sections should use the same style.
1.1 Paper Length

Long papers should be 6-8 pages in length, while short papers should be 3-4 pages.
1.2 References

References should be numbered and listed at the end of the paper [1]. To refer to a reference include its number between square brackets as shown.
